That will mean 
that 30,000 communities will be 
enhanced by a special effort of 
Rotarians.  Here are the criteria 
to be a Centennial Community 
Project:   
¯ Fulfill a clearly identifiable 

community need,  
¯ Provide a solution that has 

measurable results  
¯ Involve the active participa-

tion of Rotarians rather than 
simply providing funding to 
another organization 

¯ Feature a permanent site 
that identifies both the 
sponsoring Rotary Club and 
Rotary’s centennial.

a project that has been important 
to our communities and been one 
that our club has supported in the 
past.  Our plan is to help the ASK 
group determine actions that 
would assure that the group is 
sustained and continues to provide 
for the needs of the community.  
They recently had to relocate and 
are again in temporary, but very 
nice quarters.  They are now lo-
cated in the RMC building.  Bob 
Shepherd is heading up this impor-
tant committee, but all of us may 
be asked to help.  We are not sure 
exactly the extent of our involve-
ment.  We will be working with 
the volunteers to promote the long 
term reality of the services.  One 
of the activities will be to engage 
in strategic planning.  Other mem-
bers on the committee are Judy 
Bush, Larry DeSutter, Judy Hol-
lander, Karen Milligan, and Sandy 
White.

The estate of Marguerite and 
Harvey Norman has provided a 
gift to Rotary to be used for 
elementary education.  Last 
year the Board of Directors 
approved using the earnings 
from the gift to provide a small 
grant to an Attica Elementary 
teacher since Marguerite and 
Harvey were both deeply in-
volved in the education process 
of the Attica elementary stu-
dents.  The teacher is to submit 
a grant request describing a 
specific project or learning 
experience for the children in 

his or her classroom.  The up-
coming school year will be the 
first year to award a grant and 
the award will be given to the 
request that is deemed to be 
“innovative and worthy”.  The 
Selection Committee for this 
first year will be Judy Hol-
lander, Carolyn Paulson, and 
Charles Terril.  The elementary 
principal is an unofficial mem-
ber of the selection committee to 
assist in explanation and to an-
swer questions but will have no 
vote in the selection process.
